The winning “Favorite Teacher” will receive a gift card to purchase supplies for his or her classroom and will also be acknowledged at the Detroit Goodfellows Annual Tribute Breakfast this fall. Additionally, the student who writes the winning nomination will receive a surprise classroom visit, a special certificate and a Barnes and Noble gift card courtesy of the Detroit Goodfellows.

The Goodfellows Board of Directors will review all nominations and select a winning teacher by June 1, 2018.  The winner and nominating student will receive a “surprise notification” at a school assembly in early June.

Last year’s winner of the eighth annual Goodfellow Teacher of the Year contest was Gladys Clark, an eighth-grade teacher at Detroit Public Schools Community District’s (DPSCD) Thurgood Marshall Elementary-Middle School. Clark, a Detroit resident, had been a teacher with DPSCD for 32 years and at Thurgood Marshall Elementary-Middle School for six years. Nominations from two eighth-grade students at Thurgood Marshall Elementary-Middle School, Jakyria Hodge, 14, and Leah Denmark,13, were chosen as winners.
The Detroit Goodfellows annually distributes 34,000 holiday gift packages through Detroit police precincts to needy children in Detroit, Hamtramck, Highland Park, Harper Woods and River Rouge. The 104-year-old charity’s mission is to ensure that there is “No Kiddie Without a Christmas.”
